Terms and qualifications for officials in government:
National Government:

1. President: 2 consecutive terms (4 years each) or a total of 10 years

a. 35 years old, natural born citizen and resident in the US 14 years before running.

2. Senators: unlimited 6 years terms

a. 1/3 up for re-election every 2 years

b. 30, US citizen for at least 9 years and live in the state you represent

3. House of Representatives: unlimited 2 year terms

a. 25 years told, US citizen for at least 7 years, live in the state they represent, but not necessarily the district

State Government:

1. Governor: 2 consecutive 4 years terms at a time

a. Can serve two terms, not serve for 4 years and then serve another 2 terms.

b. 30 years old,  US citizen for at least 5 years and must have lived in state for at least 2 years
c. Lt. Governor: 4 Year Term, succeeds governor, president of the Senate

d. Governor and Lt. Governor run on separate tickets

2. Senate and House of Reps.: unlimited 2 year terms (General Assembly)
a. Senate: 25 years old, citizen of state for 2 years and live in district for at least 1 year

b. Representatives: 21 years old, lived in district for at least 1 years before election.
