Supreme Court Cases:
1. Marbury v. Madison: established judicial review

2. Plessy v. Ferguson: separate but equal is constitutional

3. Brown v. Board of Education of Topeka, Kansas: separate but equal is unconstitutional

4. McCullough v. Maryland: federal over state

5. Miranda v. Arizona: a person in police custody cannot be questioned unless they are informed of their rights

6. Roe v. Wade: legalized abortion

7. Dred Scott v. Sanford: Enslaved persons were property and not citizens, therefore they had no rights under the Constitution

8. Furman v. Georgia: declared the death penalty “cruel and unusual punishment” and therefore forced states to rewrite their death penalty laws to make it a punishment in only the most extreme cases.

9. Gibbons v. Ogden: Congress can regulate interstate commerce

10. Gideon v. Wainwright: poor defendants in criminal cases have the right to a state paid attorney under the 6th amendment.
11. The Heart of Atlanta Motel, INC. v. United States:  Civil Rights Act was constitutional

12. Swann v. Charlotte Mecklenburg Board of Ed.: You can use busing students in and out of districts in order to integrate schools.

13. Korematsu v. United States: The 5th Amendment gave the government the right to detain suspected enemies during wartime.

14. Texas v. Johnson: Flag burning is protected under the 1st amendment.

15. Engel v. Vitale: banned public pray in school

16. Mapp v. Ohio: evidence obtained illegally without a search warrant is not admissible (usable) in court.
17. Gregg v. Georgia:  In extreme cases, intentional murder, the death penalty is not cruel and unusual punishment
18. Tinker v. Des Moines: Freedom of speech does apply to high school students
a. Black arm bands to protest war

19. New Jersey v. T.L.O: Search and seizure laws are limited to students while at school if the interest of education and students is at hand.

20. Hazelwood v. Kuhlmeier: School has the right to limit what is written in a school newspaper if doing so serves an educational purpose and if the material goes against the mission of the school.

21. Bethel School District No. 403 v. Frasier:  A school district can limit students’ freedom of speech

22. Regents of the University of California v. Bakke:  Race can be used as criteria in deciding acceptance to a college, but quotas could not be applied.
